Responsibilities in the Fourth Semester

As you know, among the goals of the Legal Skills Program is that your work in the Program become more realistic as you progress through the Program.  As such, in the fourth semester of the Program, you will be more responsible for initiating activity on your clients' cases than in past semesters.  While in past semesters you could expect that little or no client work needed to be done save that for which you received an assignment memorandum, in this semester you should be aware of what needs to be accomplished for your clients and, in consultation with your partners, set out to accomplish it without waiting for an assignment memorandum to be issued.

For example, immediately upon completion of your trial, the judge will review your and your opposing counsel's respective Proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, create from them a set of his or her own Findings and Conclusions, and sign them.  They will be the basis of the Court's Judgment in your case.  That Judgment will be placed in the court file.  You are responsible for obtaining a copy of the Judgment from the court in the Legal Skills Office and, if necessary, prosecuting an appeal.  The attached and posted appellate deadline schedule gives you a little more than one week to file a Notice of Appeal.  Read the Rules of Appellate Procedure in the Legal Skills Policies, Procedures and Rules, and follow them through the appellate process.  For interpretation or clarification of the rules, look to your partners, the Legal Skills staff, and relevant interpretations of the Federal Rules of Appellate Procedure upon which our rules are based.

By Friday, January 10th, you will be asked to decide which type of Client E you wish to represent this spring.  These choices will be explained to you in a separate document that you will be asked to fill out and return to the Legal Skills office your first week back at school. 

Most of the meetings in the fourth semester are large section or consortium ethics meetings designed to ensure even coverage of ethics issues in the Program.  Fewer office meetings but more small group (trial and appellate teams or Client E working groups) meetings are contemplated.

We hope that the trial, appellate work, and your increased autonomy will make this a most valuable semester for you.
ETHICS TEACHING

As a general rule, large section meetings for second year students will be held in Room 119 on Monday from 10:00 – 11:30 and Wednesday from 11:30 – 1:00. In addition to teaching and reviewing the rules of Professional Responsibility, the purpose of the spring large section meetings is to prepare you for the ethics exam at the end of the semester, which results in a letter grade for each Legal Skills IV student.  As with regular office meetings, attendance is expected during all large section and consortium meetings.
